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Bronze Sitting Statue of Amida Nyorai (Am-
itabha Tathagata) (cultural property desig-
nated by Aichi Prefecture)

Java Sparrow

The “white java sparrow” was born as a result of a mutation
from the pied java sparrow.

of the Isewan Typhoon and to hand down the lessons of
the disaster to later generations.

(cultural property designated by Yatomi City)
